The FDMA conducts training of its personnel to ensure more effective
deployment of the International Rescue Team of Japanese Fire-service.
Other ways the agency contributes to the international community is
through international cooperation with developing countries by accepting
trainees and dispatching specialists, holding the Asian International
Firefighting Forum, the Japan-Korea Firefighting Government Seminar,
and Japan-China firefighting exchange opportunities.
